Reservations & Cancellations Policy  
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Reservations are required for the 

monthly FRCSC luncheons to ensure 

that everyone receives the meal of 

their choice. Below you will find guide-

lines for making reservations, cancella-

tions and luncheon payments.  

As a courtesy and so everyone can 

enjoy the luncheons, we ask that you 

please make childcare arrangements 

for children over three months of age.  

Reservations should be made by 7 

p.m. on the Monday prior to the 

luncheon.  To obtain reservations, 

p l e a s e  e m a i l  m e m b e r -

ship@ftruckercsc.com.

Reservations made after the 7 pm 

deadline will be placed on a waiting list. 

Those on the waiting list will be filled 

on a first come first served basis if any 

cancellations are received or if there 

are any no-shows at the luncheon.  

If you come to the luncheon without a 

reservation you must wait to see if 

seating is available. We will make every 

effort to seat you. Cancellations must 

be called in by 7 p.m. on the Monday 

prior to the luncheon. If a member 

does not cancel by the dead-line they 

are responsible for paying their lunch-

eon bill.  

Payment for your meal can be made on 

the day of the luncheon by cash or 

check. The FRCSC is charged for those 

with reservations that fail to attend and 

this charge is billed to the individual.
