Bruises 
are black, then eventually blue.  Therefore, blue serves as a constant reminder to me to fight for 
our children.  Everyday, I pray that our children will be allowed to hear sounds of a different 
drummer.ó

Use privileges to 
encourage good behavior 
and time-outs to help your 
child regain control.

If you witness a child 
being harmed or see evi-
dence of abuse, or if a 
child tells you about 
abuse, make a report to 
your stateõs child protec-
tive services department 
or local police.
